	RELEASE REQUEST INSTRUCTIONS



Prior to submitting any release request, the player must be registered with the association for the current year.
The OLA “Release Request Form” must be used in all cases where a player wishes to be released from his/her current lacrosse club in order to sign and play for another club. The player must complete all fields in Section 1 and send it to the President of the club from which the release is requested. Only the information presented in Section 1 will be considered; new reasons for a release will not be entertained should the club’s decision be appealed at any level. 
Within ten business days of receipt, the team is responsible for setting a date, time, location, or video meeting link for when a release hearing will be held so that the applicant may be present to formally discuss the request. Within five business days of the hearing, the club must complete Section 2 of this form with written reasons for granting or denying the request and provide the applicant with the information necessary to appeal to the League Commissioner, should the applicant qualify to do so under the OLA Appeals Process, which is outlined below. First level of appeal will be held by a committee of 3 current members of the JMOC and the League Commissioner shall attend however will not be one of the 3 committee members.
Note:  When a player requests to be released, in writing on the approved form and sent by e-mail to the recognized contact for the team with which he is currently signed, he must also send a copy of this request to the OLA, the VP Junior to Major and the League Commissioner. If the team does not respond with a date for a hearing that falls within 10 business days of the receipt of the release request, the release becomes automatic. If a yes or no is not provided within 5 business days of the hearing, the release becomes automatic. 

	OLA Level 1 Appeals Process: League 

	A written appeal must be submitted within five business days of receipt of the club’s decision, to the League Commissioner. Section 2 of this form, must be completed by the club. At the appeal hearing, all parties will be given the opportunity to present their case and a written decision will be forwarded to all attendees by the Commissioner within five business days.

	OLA Level 2 Appeals Process: OLA

	A written appeal must be submitted within five business days to the Ontario Lacrosse Association Case Manager (casemanager@ontariolacrosse.com). A non-refundable appeal fee of $100 must be enclosed along with all documentation received from The Chairperson of the league. At the appeal hearing, each party will be given the opportunity to present their cases and a written decision will be forwarded to the attendees by the OLA Appeals Board chairperson within five business days.

	OLA Level 3 Appeals Process: OLA Appeals Board

	A written appeal must be submitted within five business days to the Ontario Lacrosse Association President (president@ontariolacrosse.com). A non-refundable appeal fee of $250 must be enclosed along with all documentation received from chairperson at each of the previous levels. At this appeal hearing, each party will be given the opportunity to present their cases and a written decision will be forwarded to the attendees by the OLA Appeals Board chairperson within five business days.
